Once you have received the Cert if icat ion from your seminary or school of studies, and 
completed your essay(s), gather, scan, and upload the following materials:  

•  Completed Appl icant and Seminary  or School Cert if icat ion 

•  Your completed Personal and Financial Information  

•  Your essay(s)  

•  Copy of most recent original transcript (submitted by appl icant or direct to SIM on 
your behalf)  

•  2 letters of reference 

•  Bishop’s Letter, endorsing your postulancy and/or seminary or theological  course of 
studies or otherwise identif ied pursuit  of theological educat ion. (Students at non -
Episcopal seminaries and divinity schools also need a Bishop’s approval for their 
course of studies).  

•  Resume
